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I. SUMMARY & FAQs 

 

What has been proposed? 

The Department proposed eliminating the Chesapeake Bay Common Pool commercial striped bass 

fishery. Doing this will mean that all individuals participating in the commercial striped bass fishery in 

the Chesapeake Bay will participate in the Individual Transferrable Quota fishery. 

 

Why is this change necessary? 

The Chesapeake Bay Common Pool fishery represents a small fraction of the striped bass commercial 

industry overall. This derby style fishery depends on timely harvest reporting to adhere to quotas. As the 

common pool continues to get smaller, it becomes increasingly difficult to manage and puts us at risk of 

overharvesting. 

 

Who will this affect? 

This change will affect Commercial striped bass harvesters in the Chesapeake Bay. 

 

Has this change been discussed with stakeholders? 

This idea was discussed with the Striped Bass Industry Advisory Group at their November 2022 

meeting and unanimously recommended to proceed. This idea was also scoped with the Sport 

Fisheries Advisory Commission and Tidal Fisheries Advisory Commission at their April 2023 

meetings. 

 

What is the specific regulatory action? 

 Amend Regulations .04, .05, and .07 under COMAR 08.02.15 Striped Bass.
