Understanding.

2. Otherwise, State Agency
projects must be reviewed
by the Critical Area
Commission.

Category | — Type Projects

Category 1: Maintenance Activities

The purpose of Category I projects is to maintain the life expectancy of facilities, to provide
environmental restoration, and/or to permit the installation of minor traffic devices within
existing roadways and facilities. Projects that qualify under Category I do not require Critical
Area 10% stormwater management.

Projects do not qualify under Category I if any of the following occurs:
e A change to the drainage pattern is proposed.
*  Clearing exceeds five (5) individual trees within a developed woodland"™
e Forest clearing is proposed.
e A stormwater permit or any other type of permit from the Maryland Department of the
Environment (MDE) is required.
o Any eligible project where work is proposed within a stream channel.

“Tree mitigation will be required at a 1:1 ratio, using %-inch caliper native trees.
*There are no forest clearing limits for the following projects: stormwater management facility or
the removal of trees from dam embankments.

Category | Projects - Submittal

Requirements

Projects Submitted Annually:

The project’'s name;
The project’s location;
The proposed amount of clearing; and

Mitigation calculations and the location of
plantings.

Annually reported projects will need to be
submitted by the state agency. This requires
the state agencies to maintain a
spreadsheet (or other form of fracking

mechanism) for annually submitted projects.
